What is Junior Scientist:  

- Junior Scientist is a club targeting an older age group to truly dive deep into an exciting scientific topic.  
- We will investigate 1 subject over 3 days, conducting experiments, making discoveries, and becoming an expert on our topic. 

This will be achieved through hands on learning activities as well as experiments and research challenges.  
 

- This time the subject shall be Biodiversity, Taxonomy and Classification. We will understand how scientists organise 
animals into different groups, determined by common characteristics. We will develop a deep understanding between the 
differences between vertebrates and invertebrates and discuss different groups of organisms such as mammals, insects, 
birds, fish and many more. Finally, we will assume the role of experts on a specific group of organisms and produce 
presentations to share with parents and guardians on what is special about this group.  

 
- Activities will be taking place both outside, subject to weather conditions, and inside in the Learning Hub. 

- Please ensure all “scientists” have suitable clothing for outdoor activities and changeable conditions (cold and wet as well 
as dry and hot) as well as sun cream and water bottles (sun hats if you have them). 

- Time for snack break, lunch and free time is built into each day.  
- Children must come with their own lunches, snacks, and drinks.
