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To make a blow
spraying from the
whale’s blowhole, cut a
piece of plain white
paper to around 20cm x
10cm. Make a fringe by
cutting thin strips about
3/4 of the way up the
paper as shown.

Roll up the fringed
paper tightly and
secure with glue or
tape at the uncut end.
Make a slot in the top
of the whale’s head and
secure the spray within
it. Now you can
decorate your whale!

We used watered down blue watercolour paint to colour our whale.
